World peace is threatened by renegade states wishing to take the law into their own hands and refusing to promise compliance with UN resolutions. These states are prepared for aggressive action, involving the deaths of thousands of innocent civilians. 

Stuckist Show organizer Nic Watson says, “Bush and Blair have hypocritically betrayed their own standards and principles. If there is international law it applies equally to them as it does to Saddam Hussein and Bin Laden. The message they are sending is that it is OK to break the law when it suits you. What kind of example is that?”  

“Our leaders are making clowns of us all with their double talk. We will be trying an effigy of the President in chains and an orange Camp X jumpsuit. There will be a clown judge, a clown defence and clown prosecuting attorney. Charges include planning crimes against humanity outside the sanction of international law.  Our leader has reduced himself to the same level as those whose terrorist actions he condemns.”

In New Haven, the birthplace of President George W. Bush,  the Stuckist art group will also be opening  an international protest show ‘THE WAR ON BUSH’  which features paintings  by  Stuckist groups  from around the world, including  Paris, Rio de Janeiro, Hamburg, Melbourne, Seattle, Tokyo and London, the birthplace of Stuckism.

Other shows are opening in conjunction with the US Stuckism’s  “THE WAR ON BUSH” event, notably “THE  WAR ON BLAIR” at the Stuckism International Centre in London,  an independent  anti-Bush show at “The Fringe”, in Newark, New Jersey, an anti-war concert in NYC and a protest in Seattle.

The Stuckists were founded in  London in 1999 by artists Charles Thomson and Billy Childish with twelve artists  and named after an insult by  one of Charles Saatchi’s favorite artists, Tracey Emin,  to ex-boyfriend Childish: “You are stuck. Stuck! Stuck! Stuck!”  There are now 60 groups round the world. The Stuckists believe in painting and are anti-conceptual art, which they see as being idiotic. They want to bring back spiritual values into art, which they feel has been hijacked by shallow gimmickry because of elitist and commercial interests.
